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L_The Golden Age of Islam
The religion of Islam began in the Tth century AD. It
quickly spread to It quickly spread throughout the Middle
East before moving across North Africa, and infoSpain and
Sicily. By the 13th century, Islam had spread across India
and Southeast Asia. The reasons for the success ofIslam,
and the expansion of its empize, can be attzibuted o the
strengthof the Arab armies, the use of a common language,
‘and fair treatment of conquezed peoples.

Islamic civilization experienced a golden age under the
Abbassid Dynasty, which ruled from the mid Sthcentury L
e e Y5t camtuey Dt tne Amesi 48, i calure became 2 blending of Azab, Persian,
Egyptian, and European traditions. The resuli was an era of stunning intellectual and culfural
‘achievements.

There were many accomplishments, including a great style of azchitecture (borzowed from the
Byzantine Empire), achievements in literature and philosophy. Islamicauthors franslated works from
‘around the world and commented on them. Islamic scientisis and mathematicians invented algebra,
studied the movements of stars and planets, and even calculated the circumference of the earth fo
within a few thousand feet. Islamic doctors were the fizst to bulld hospifals and emezgency zooms.
‘There were vast trading nefworks and a systemof religious law called the Sharia.

‘The Golden Age of Islam began to end when Mongol armies conquered formely Arab Islamic lands
and soon, the Westem Christian nations were fising in power.

2.Meso-American Civilizations
The Mesoamerican civilizations consisted of four maln cultures: the Olmec, Maya,

atec and Incas. The Mayan civilizationlasted from 300 CE unti1 900 CE. Mayans >
lived inwhat is now the Yucatan Peninsula of Mexico and much of Central America.

Mayans were impressive axchitects who builtlarge palaces and pyramid shaped 3
temples. Mayan farmers had irrigation systems and traded agricultural producis.

‘They had a system of hiezoglyphics and an accurate 365 day calendar. They also

had an advanced mumbering system.

The Aztecs existed from 1200 until the time of European conquest. They had an empire hat included
‘most of Mexico, with a strong central government. Aztecs had an advanced religious system, with
temples where human sacrifice took place. Aztec scientists alsohad an accurate calendar, and had
advanced medicine. Aztecs setup schools and kept accurate Tecords of their history. Europeans
destroyed and conquered the Aztec Empire inthe 16th century.

The Incas conquered alarge empize that stretched along the Pacific coast of South America. They had
a strong central government and conirolled their empize though a great zoad system, with more than
12,000 miles of roads. They were advanced farmers and used terrace farming fo creaie more land for
farming. Their surgeons peformed surgery fo freat various injuries and kept accurate records witha
string system called quipas.

River valley civilizations almost always started outas small farming or fishing villages and grew tobe
huge empizes. Here, humans created laws, systemof writing and education, even forms of
government and religion hat still affect ou lives today.

The Roman Empize was huge, mighty and still influences us today. Around
2000 years ago, the Ancient (very old) Romans settled downin what is now
Italy. Thex center and capital was the city of Rome (which still exisis foday).
‘They were highly influenced by the Greek civilization which came before
them inaround the same area of the world.

‘The major accomplishments of the Roman Empireincluded their mighty
‘millitary which conquered halfof the known world, their legal system, their
} form of government which is similar to the one that we have today and their
‘many accomplishments in art, music and literature. They also bullt great
zoads and bridges (another word for roads and bridges is infrastructure)
‘The Roman Empize eventually became huge and ifwas not easy to rule sich a large piece ofland.
Increasingly, Roman dictators (leaders) were not effective in preventing invasions from the West
Germanic tribes kept attacking Rome, leading eventually toifs fall. The decline of Rome was not a
quick downfall, but instead, a gradual process that took hundreds of years.

‘The greatest golden age was the Han Dynasty,
‘which Iasted from 200 BC until 200 AD (thaf's 400 years)

1.The Byzantine Empire
The Roman Emperor Constantine moved the capital of the Roman
Empire from Rome to a ity called Byzantium. He renamed it
Constantinople, and it became the center of the Byzantine Empire.
‘The Byzantine Empize was located inbetween Asia and Europe. It
connected these two continents and blended the culfure of Asia, the
Middle Eastand Europe. It Iasted from azound 300 AD until 1000
AD.

‘The Byzantine Empize’s culture was very similar to the culfure of the
Roman Empire, with one big difference. Instead of the major
Ianguage being Latin, the Byzantine Empire spoke mostly Greek.
Eventually, even Roman culfure was being phased out by the many
Turks who moved into fhis territory. The Turks were Muslims - the
Chistian leaders of the Byzantine Empire wanted them out of his lands and started the Crusades, a
series of holy wars fought befween Christians and Muslims.

‘The accomplishments of the Muslims included the preservation of the culture of the Ancient Greeks
and Romans. They kept the laws, literature, and works of art preserved for us fo see today. The
Byzantines were greal fraders, artists and developed a form of Christianity that is sill around foday -
the Eastern Orthodox Chuzch. Many Russians, Poles and other Slavic peopleare still influenced by
the culture of the Byzantine Empire today.
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L Istam
Islam was started by an Arab merchant from Mecca named Mohammed in the seventh century AD.
The religion quickly spread throughout the Middle East and Africa. &s the MuslimEmpire grew, so
id the Islamic religion.

In Arabic, Islamliterally means “to submit to the will of Allah”. Islam is a monothelstic (a religion that
worships orly 1 god) practiced by over 1.8 billion Muslims around the world. Muslims normally
gather in a "Mosque” to pracice their faith. I mosque is not available, a Muslim can pray anyplace
5 long as he faces east toward the cify of Mecca (the city Where Mohammed began his religion). The
holy writings of the religionare found in a book known as the Koran. All Muslims are expecied fo
Tollowfive basic teachings known as “the five pillars of Islam”.

Citizens in the Roman Empire practiced a cult-like religionwith many superstitious beliefs. This
religioninvolved many complicated ceremonies and it didn't offer the common man away o speak
dizectly to their gods. Christianity, a religion based on the teaching of Jesus, offered a different
‘approach to religion. The teachings of Chistianity are recorded in the Gospels, which means "good.
news”. The Gospels were published in the New Testament of the Bible, where Christians added Jesus”
teachings in addition o the Old Testament. Chsistianity also developedin the Middle Eastand is a
‘monotheistic religion.

Characteristics of Christianity

‘nobles were all welcome to become Christians.

* Offered an etemal lifeafter death.

*  Allowed people the chance fo be forgivenfor theirsins.

* Gave people the chance to directly communicate with God (thoughprayer)

3. Judaism
Judaism is another monotheistic belief that originated in the Middle
East (Iszael). Practifioners of this religion are also referred to as Jews.
‘The Ancient Hebrew leader Abraham had once made a promisefo
worship and obey only one god. In refurn, this god had promised to
protect Abraham and his people. The Hebrew god had power over all
Deings everywhere. This god was not a physical being, and no
‘physical images were tobe made ofhim.

According to Hebrew belief, a Hebrew named Moses received the Ten
Commandments from God af the top of Mount Sinal. These
Commandments are a set of laws that have played an important partin
the Chistian and Jewish religions.

Shinto or “way of the gods" is a Japanese religious tradition
which dates back to the beginning of Japanese history. Itisa
polytheistic belief that describes the very originsofjapan and 14
the Japanese people. It is believed that everything in nature such
s a rock, river, or tree holds the presence of a god or kamit,
inside of it. In this sense, all parts of nature are sacred fo
Japanese. Unlike Christianity or Islam, there is no one text
‘ontaining Shinto religious beliefs, and there is no founder of the
religion. However, Shinto can be found in just about every aspect of Japanese life including holidays,
‘marriage and death ceremonies, and the general Japanese atfitude towards nature and their
envizonment. Shintoists practice their religionina Jinja, where they observe their important festivals,
holidays, and other cultural events.

‘Confucius was born in551 BC into a poor but upper class family near Beijing. During his time, the.
‘Emperor was weak, and China was in astate of chaos. Confucius wandered China from place o place.
trying to find a ruler who would put his ideas info practice. His followers puthisideas inoa book.
called the Analects. His ideas emphasized that people should follow traditionand be obedient. The
‘most important of his beliefs is Filial Piety- the idea that one should be respectful to their elders and
ancestors. In returm, their elders would guide and teach them the rightway to live. By following these
teachings, a person could become virfiious or superior, and could successfully lead others, creating
a peaceful and happy society.

Finally, after medifating for 49 days, he was able fo achieve a state of spiritual awaking,
otherwise known to Buddhists as enlightenment.

‘Buddhism s religion which developed in Northern India near the Himalayas in around the 6% century
B.C. A young Prince named Siddhartha Guaama was curious about the world outside of his luzurious.
‘palace and decided toventure out into the world on his own. Upon seeing the pain and suffering of the
world he realized that the only way to true peace and happiness was through leadinga life devoted fo
spiritual growth. This young Prince eventually became known as the Buddha and his teachingsact as.
the comnerstone for 350 million Buddhists today.

Followers of Buddhism adhere fo the teachings of the Four Noble Truths which teach that “desize” is
the zoot of all suffering. They alsoadhere o the teachings of the “Eighifold Pain” that emphasize
spirituality and doing good deeds for others.

1 Hinduism
Of the 1.2 million people who livein India, most of them practice the religion known as Hinduism.
Over thousands of years, Hindulsmhad assembled the beliefs of various peoples across the Indian
subcontinent, forming the widely practiced religionof India today.

For all Hindus, there s orly one God; Brahman. However, Hindus use three separate delties to help
them understand the concept of Brahman: Brahma, Shiva, and Vishnu. Brahma creates the universe,
Shiva maintains the universe, and Vishnu recreates the universe. These three deities form the Hindu
‘Trinity. This does not mean that Hindus are simply polytheistic. Justas millions of light rays represent
the sun, many Gods represent the God Brahman. Aside from the Hindu Trinity, there are many other
deities as well. Each family has their own unique God who they believe guides and protecis them.
Overall, there are millions of unique Gods in the Hindu eligion.

The Age when ralers had “Absclate power” over their people (Kings)

The European Model
Throughout the 1500s and 1600, absolutism, when kings of queens have complete control over
government and thelives of thei subjects, was the most widespread polifical system in use in Euzope
and parts of Asia. Some of the most important absolute monarchs were Philip I of Spain, Louis XIV of
France, and Peter the Great of Russia. These kings believed they had the “divine right” (power of
god) to rule theirlands

abuse its power, it was said to

Lose the Mandate of Heaven, or

the favor of the gods. A strong leader would usually emerge {0 claim the Mandate, and establisha
new dynasty. The dynastic cycle would then begin again.

Modern European Monarchy

During the Middle Ages, kings and stzong nobles battled with the Roman Catholic Church for
supreme power. Begining in England and France, Kings began to strengthen theiz cenizal power,
and restrict the Church.

In Spain, England, France, Austria, Prussiaand Russia, absolute monarchies were established. Each
had a different level of success.

For example, the king controlled huge tracts of land. He.

would give his supportand alarge plece of land, called a
fief, {0 powerful lord in return for loalty and military
support. This meant the lord was now a vassal of the king.
The Lord would then divide up that land among his supporters, usually less powerful loxds, obtaining.
vassals of his own. The Lesser Lords would do the same, dividing up the increasingly smalier land
noldings to their knights. Finally, the knights would be leftin direct

‘control of the land and the peasants or sexfs who lived there. The.
peasanis were expected to grow food, tend the land, and provide
‘millitary supportto the feudal loxds. Under European feudalism, there
was very litile opportuniy for social advancement.

Feudal Japan
Japans feudal period lssted from the 12th century until the 19th cenuy.
Duing tis period, society was ivided in different classes. At the top,
was the Empezor, althoughhe had litlereal pawes. Japan was ruled by
the Shogun, who tras a military leader with near absolute contzol
InJapan, the real political nd military power was in the hands of the
shogun. Much like in Europe, the shogun distribated lands o s loyal
vassals, who were called daimyo. The daimyo then granted lands fo
theiz waiors, the samural. Jspanese warriors lived scoording fo 3 code
of conduct known 25 BusIIdo, which was even sticter han that in Europe.

Democracy in the Modern World
In the 1830s and 18405, aseries of democratic revolutions occurzed throughout Europe. Mostof them
were harshly put down. After World War II, most of northern, western and southern Eutope, America,
Japan, South America and the parts of the former British Empire, practiced some form of democracy.
Today, democracy is one of the most widely practiced political systemsin the world.

5 Fascism
Fascismis a type of govedhment that was practiced in Italy under Mussolini and Nazi Germany under
Hitler. This government puts the nation of a particular race (asin Nazi Germany) above all other
‘concerns. Fascist governments were led by one particular leader or dictator

5 Communism and Socialism

Socialism and Communism are very similar and are more accurately called economic and social
systems rather than political systems. Early socialists wanted to Creae self-sufficient communities
where everyone owned everything together, and Where o one Was leftin need of anything. In other
words, all property and work was shared for the benefit of the entire community. Socialists believed
that if fhere was no money and everyone's needs were met, war and fighting would stop.

In reality in every place that communism was practiced, fotalitarian governments or dictatorships
ruled the land (where one leader had fofal control- example Stalin i the USSR). This was the case in
the former USSR, China, North Korea, and Cuba. Every aspect of people’s lives was controlled by the.
government. To strengthenits conrol, command economy, where government officials made all
‘economic decisions, was putin place by the Communist Party. The government in the USSR fell apart
in 1991, but China, North Korea, and Cuba still have Communist governments foday.

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L Neolithic Revolution
During the Paleolithic Period, which lasts from the beginnings of human life until
about 10,000 BCE, people were nomads. They lived ingroups of 20 30, and spent
‘most of their time hunting and gathering. In these groups, work was divided
Detween men and women, with the men huning game animals, and women
gathering fruis, berries, and other edibles. These eatly peoples developed simple tools such s,
Spears and axes made from bone, wood, and stone. Human beings lived n this manner from earliest
times until about 10,000 BCE, when they started to cultivate crops and domesticate animals. Thisis
Jnown as the NeolithicRevolution.

‘The NeolithicRevolution was a fundamental change in the way peoplelived. The shift from hunting &
gathering toagriculture led to permanent seftlements, the establishment of social classes, and the
‘eventual rise of civilizations. The NeolithicRevolution is a major turning pointin human history.

10 setstandaras on prices and qualty. Guilds dominated economic life during this period and were
the main mode of production.
Capitalism: emezged with the decline of feudalism. Capitalism s based on trade and capital, Whichis
money for investment. Highe demand fora product means higher prices and higher profits
Capitalism becomes the new economic system and sesulted in the development of new business
practices to handle the increase intrade.
The Commezcial Revolution and the resurgence of rade across Euzope completely reshaped sociely.
These chianges resulted in the decline of feudalism, and a revival of axts, iterature, and science
known as the Renaissance

In fhese groups, work was divided
between men and women, with the men hunting game aniimals, and women
gathering frits, berries, and other edibles. These easly peoples developed simple tools such as,
Spears and axes made from bone, wood, and stone. Human beings livedin this manner from earliest
times until about 10,000 BCE, when they started to caltivate crops and domesticate animals. Thisis
known as the NealithicRevolution.
